
The 13th Battalion
The 13th Battalion began to be formed 18th July 1916
when men arrived from the Hampshires Depot, although
its official formation date is 21st July 1916.
Over the next few months transfers from a much wider
range of regiments, including the  London Regt and the
East Lancs Regiment and even the Royal Naval Division
joined the 13th Bn They were mainly numbered in the
range 29696-31590 but that range included men posted
or transferred to many other Berkshire Battalions.

France
The 13th Battalion went to France 19th September 1916
under Brevet Col A E S Searle. They landed at Le
Havre but were then transferred to St Pol Camp near
Dunkirk.
St Pol Camp was bombed on the 24th March 1917
resulting in one man killed  and 8 wounded - The man
killed was 30540 Pte George Selby of Puddletown
Dorset.

Casualties
The battalion suffered 4 deaths: in addition to Pte Selby
they were:-

30147 Pte William Randall of Charlton Hov-
ethorne, formerly 21664 in the Somerset Light
Infantry who died 15/3/17
29986 Pte William Henry Waters of St Just -
formerley 24794 in the Duke of Cornwall's Light
Infantry

Labour Corps
They were incorporated into the Labour Corps on the
9th May 1917 and became 164 Coy (97801 to 98400)
and 165 Coy (98401 to 99000)
